What did people have to
say? The majority said the
library is most valuable to
them for keeping up to
date in their fields. Read-
ing, consulting with a li-

brarian, verifying cita-
tions, taking classes, me-
diated searching, and

evaluating the credibility
or value of information are
other popular reasons for
using the library. Interest-
ingly, patrons were equal-
ly divided in their opinion
of the necessity of retain-
ing journals in print. Sev-
eral expressed interest in
the library providing non-
scientific subject matter in
areas such as news, busi-
ness management, com-
puter science, and human
relations. The highest rat-

ed pages on our web site
were online full-text jour-
nals, databases, library
forms, and the online cat-
alog, closely followed by
bibliographies, Journal
Citation Reports, our Seri-
als Holdings List, NCI-
Frederick in Print, the tel-
ephone directory, web tu-
torials, and yes, even our
newsletter! Those who
have sought help from a
librarian in the past say
this made them able to get
up to speed more quickly
and find answers faster.
Although we are still ana-
lyzing the results, what we
have seen so far has been
extremely helpful. Best of
all, we are learning that
the resources the staff de-
velops in-house are con-
sidered valuable.
