1  Online Safety Orientation is mandatory for all subcontractor personnel who plan to work at the NCI at Frederick and FNLCR.  Access to the Safety Orientation module is at https://ncifrederick.cancer.gov/Ehs/Safety/ConstructionSafety.aspx.  Also included at this link are other valuable safety-related resources for the subcontractor.  
2  Written Programs are developed by the subcontractor for their employees in compliance with OSHA Standards.  Those applicable to a project should be included with the Safety Plan.  Additional information regarding Written Programs is included in EHS-CON-1.6.
3  AHAs are required per activity.  When an activity is basic and repetitive (i.e., replacing electrical outlets), one AHA may be used for multiple, identical activities.  When the details required by an AHA are covered adequately in a Written Program, then the AHA may be excluded.   Direction for AHAs is provided in EHS-CON-1.4.
[bookmark: _GoBack]4  Focused Safety Plans are supplemental documents to AHAs, and are required in most instances where OSHA has designated that a Written Program be developed.  Direction for Focused Safety Plans is provided in EHS-CON-1.5. 
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
